Summary Including Concerns/Issues/Discussions 
   
I.  Meeting Called to Order by Assistant Principal DeeLynn Bennett 
 
II.  Minutes from November 9, 2009 Meeting were presented and unanimously approved 
 
III.  FAIR (Florida Assessments for Instruction in Reading) Assessment Data presentation by Ruth Shaulis 
   
FAIR covers grades 3-12 using computer-adapted tests to assess students.  Assessment balance between student learning and 
teacher instruction.  Level 1 & 2 students are first broadly screened to determine FCAT Success Probability (FSP) Score, which 
falls within 1 of 3 success zones.  Data thus far shows Word Analysis drop for grades 9-12: there will be more morphological 
instruction.  Student strength/weakness lists were compiled with Word Analysis now ranked as first priority.  Ms. Bennett noted 
currently only Reading & English teachers access FAIR data; new FOCUS program enables all teachers to access FAIR data.   
 
IV.  FCAT Action Plan presentation by Assistant Principal DeeLynn Bennett   
 

A. Professional development will be based on student placement.   
B. Lesson plans will address Word Analysis problems.   
C. Shared folders are being made available to teachers with research-based strategies.   
D. After-school remediation is occurring twice a week for students with number sense issues. 
E. Familiar proctors will be used for FCAT testing and breakfast is planned for every student on FCAT day.
